INTRODUCTION

The general music reflects an emphasis on content knowledge, aesthetic analysis and appreciation, and creative and
technical skills.

Knowledge and understanding of music are essential components of education. Music is a valid core discipline in
its own right; music enhances problem-solving skills, improves discipline, and cultivates social development. The
fundamental purpose of the study of music in school is to develop (1) artistic skills and knowledge, such as creating,
performing, and producing; (2) critical analysis and aesthetic understanding; (3) inter-disciplinary connections; and (4)
historical and cultural context.

Students in the early stages of music education learn by doing. Singing, listening, playing instruments, moving,
performing, and creating enable students to develop artistic skills and knowledge. Students are also provided with an
insight into the form and structure of music, thereby developing their creativity. Broad experiences with a variety of
music assist the students in making informed musical judgments. These experiences further enable students to
understand the connections and relationships to other disciplines, their own historical and cultural heritage as well as
that of others.

Available technology is used to reinforce and enhance student exploration and technical development as well as to
assist them in transcribing and composing music.
